5. 	 No exhibits with name, mark, or initial will be admitted. Please take necessary measures to conceal 

them.
6. 	 Exhibitors must drop off their articles to the Springfield Curling Club. No exhibits will be accepted by 

mail. There are two options for drop off:

7. 	 Judging commences at 10:30 a.m. If articles are not ready for competition at 10:00 a.m. exhibitors

Regulations: 
Judging:
	 •	 The Directors may accommodate articles that are not explicitly stated on the section list.
	 •	  Articles on exhibit shall be handled only by the Directors or Judges. Exhibitors are encouraged to 

come early to give the Directors ample time to have the articles properly arranged before judging.
	 •	 No person will be allowed to interfere with the judges while in the discharge of their duties. Exhibitors 

so interfering will forfeit the right to any prize to which they might otherwise be entitled.

JAMS, CONSERVES AND MARMALADES

Marmalades are made from the pulp and juice, or entire fruits shredded or cut in small pieces. The consistency should be jam-like or jelly-like.

Rules and Regulations for Quilting Entries:
1.	 Quilts previously shown at the Country Fair are not eligible for entry.
2.	 A maximum of 80 quilt exhibits will be accepted. An exhibitor can enter up to 1 quilts 

per section. 
	 Exception: section 15 (max 5)
3.	 All exhibits must be thoroughly clean and odour free, (i.e., smoke, pet, laundry, prod-

ucts, perfume) or they will not be accepted.
4.	 All quilts should arrive folded right side out with a safety pin attached to the bottom 

right-hand corner.
5.	 Quilts with marks, names or other identifying features must have these covered or 

removed. Please use fabric or tape (no pins).
6.	 Quilt kits only allowed in categories 14 or 15.
7.	 Any framed entry such as a picture or wall quilt must have the back exposed for the 

purpose of judging.
8.	 For security reasons, a file card will be filled out at quilt drop off. At time of pick up, 

entries will only be released to exhibitor or designated alternative as written on your 
file card. 

	 •   Any other unexpected change in plans will need to be approved by the Chairperson, 
in person or by phone.

9.	 QUILT pick-up is between 5:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m on Saturday July 25, 2026.
